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1. EZLegalFile.org can help you!   EZLegalFile will ask you questions and fill out the forms for you.  You can do this anywhere you have internet access and a printer.

IMPORTANT: EZLegalFile is not online filing.  You still need to print out the forms and file them at the Clerk’s Office.
2. Come to the SSC in the morning to sign up for help.  When it’s your turn an attorney will make sure you fill out your forms correctly.  Take the flier “Things to do to Get Help at the Self-Service Center” to make sure you come with everything the attorney will need to see.  Also make sure you arrive early (the Courthouse opens at 8 am but people start lining up earlier than that).  The Center helps on a first-come, first-served basis.
3. Hire an attorney - For an up-front $38/30 minute consultation with an attorney and representation in Court for a fee based on your income call or e-mail the Lawyer Referral and Modest Means Panel at 408-971-6822 (www.sccba.com) (Santa Clara County Bar Association).  

4. Check with a Legal Services Agency to see if they will help you.  You can find information about these agencies on our website (www.scselfservice.org) or the handout “Do-It-Yourself Resources” available at the Self-Service Center.
5. Take a flier at the Self-Service Center (only for some issues) that tells you what forms you need and download the forms from the internet yourself.  This is more difficult because you still have to know how to fill the forms out yourself.  
6. Use a self-help legal book.  These are available at most libraries and bookstores.  The books usually include sample forms.
