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In the future, be certain that all materials taken from the library are properly checked out.  Failure to do so may result in arrest for theft and/or mutilation of library materials.  If you need assistance with borrowing materials, ask any library staff member.

Library materials are protected under the following codes:

	Petty Theft

Upon first conviction for petty theft involving books or other library materials taken from a library facility a person shall be punished by a mandatory fine of not less than $50.00 and not more than $1000.00 for each such violation; and may be also punished by imprisonment in the county jail, not exceeding six months, or both such fine and imprisonment.

	Vandalism

If the amount of defacement, damage or destruction is less than $1000.00, vandalism is punishable by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than six months, or by a fine of not more than $1000.00, or by both that fine and imprisonment.

	Any person who maliciously cuts, tears, defaces, breaks or injures any book, map, chart, picture or other work of literature deposited in any public library is guilty of a misdemeanor.
